In the 
last four years, Arkwright scholars have gained hands-on engineering experience in Webtec’s 
world-class manufacturing facility in St Ives, Cambridgeshire and Webtec hopes these students 
will go on to have an exciting career in engineering and manufacturing. 

Named after Sir Richard Arkwright – a prominent engineer and entrepreneur during the 
Industrial Revolution – the Arkwright Engineering Scholarships (www.arkwright.org.uk) were 
founded in 1991. They cover the whole UK and are awarded to the most promising students 
after a rigorous selection process comprising: detailed project-focussed application form; 
teacher’s reference; two-hour engineering problem-solving aptitude exam; an interview hosted 
at a top university; careful matching to the needs of a sponsoring company.
